KLJUCNE BESEDE: inkluzija, pravicnost, poklicno
in strokovno izobrazevanje, stalisca

POVZETEK — V prispevku analiziramo poglede rav-
nateljev, Solskih svetovalnih delavcev in uciteljev na
inkluzijo in pravicnost strokovnega in poklicnega
izobrazevanja. Inkluzivnost in pravicnost sta kljuc-
na temelja vecine sodobnih vzgojno-izobrazevalnih
skupnosti. Kombiniramo odgovore anketiranih o ra-
zumevanju inkluzije na vprasanje odprtega tipa in pa
stalisc¢a o inkluziji skozi tri dimenzije pravicnosti: pre-
razporeditev, pripoznanje in zastopanost. Ugotovitve
niso enoznacne. Izkazalo se je, da stalisca anketiranih
nakazujejo bolj na njihovo integrativno kot inkluzivno
naravnanost. Hkrati pa je analiza odgovorov na odpr-
to vprasanje pokazala, da je razumevanje inkluzije pri
analiziranih zelo raznoliko in nakazuje odmik od inte-
grativne naravnanosti. To smo identificirali na ravni
opredeljevanja, komu naj bi bila inkluzija namenjena,
in razumevanja, kaksen naj bi bil njen cilj. Sistemsko
usmerjene aktivnosti za vecanje inkluzivnosti in pra-
vicnosti poklicnih in strokovnih Sol je treba dopolniti
z razlicnimi aktivnostmi, s katerimi lahko naslovimo
tudi stalisca pedagoskih strokovnjakov in jih usmerja-
mo k ¢im bolj pravicnim praksam vkljucevanja.

ABSTRACT — The paper analyses the views of head
teachers, school counsellors and teachers on inclu-
sion and justice in vocational education and train-
ing. Inclusion and justice are key elements of most
modern educational systems. Respondents’ answers
to an open-ended question about their understanding
of inclusion and their views on inclusion through the
three dimensions of equity (redistribution, recogni-
tion, and representation) are combined in the paper.
The findings are not straightforward. It turns out that
the views of the respondents indicate their integrative
rather than inclusive orientation. At the same time,
the analysis of the answers to the open-ended question
showed that the respondents’ understanding of inclu-
sion is very diverse and indicates a shift away from
an integrative orientation. This was identified both
at the level of defining for whom inclusion should be
intended and understanding what its goal should be.
System-oriented activities to increase inclusion and
Justice in VET schools need to be complemented by
a range of activities that can also address the views
of educational professionals and guide them towards
the most equitable inclusion practices.

Prizadevanja, da bi bili sodobni vzgojno-izobrazevalni sistemi organizirani ¢im

bolj vkljuCujoce in pravicni za vse, lahko identificiramo na razli¢nih ravneh, tako na
ravni teoretskih razprav (Banks, 2023; Haug, 2017; Opertty idr., 2009; Reindal, 2016;
Thomas, 2013; Warnock, 2010), kot na ravni programsko-politicnih usmeritev (Reima-
gining our Futures Together, 2021; UNESCO, 1994). Spoznanja vodijo k opozorilu, da
nacin obravnavanja raznolikosti v izobrazevalnem sistemu doloca tudi njegovo stopnjo
pravicne vkljucenosti (Akkan in Bugra, 2020, str. 143). Pedagoski strokovnjaki morajo
biti spodbujeni in pripravljeni na uporabo bolj inkluzivno naravnanih pedagoskih pri-

POVZETEK — Izhajajo¢ iz ideje o kakovostnem izo-
brazevanju se srecujemo z izrazom inkluzija, inkluziv-
no izobrazevanje pa pomeni sposobnost Sole, da vsem
ucencem omogoci kakovostno izobrazevanje, ne glede
na razlike med njimi. Cilj inkluzivne Sole je ustvariti
Solsko okolje, v katerem bo vsak ucenec dosegel svoj
maksimum ne glede na ucni potencial. Zato bi mora-
lo biti ocenjevanje namenjeno spodbujanju ucencev
k aktivnemu sodelovanju v izobrazevalnem procesu.
Napake, ki jih povzrocajo tezave, je treba odpraviti,
vendar ne smejo vplivati na ocenjevanje ucencevega
dela. Namen raziskave je ugotoviti usposobljenost
uciteljev za ocenjevanje v inkluzivni Soli. V vzorec je
bilo vkljucenih 459 uciteljev osnovnih Sol. Podatki
so bili pridobljeni januarja 2021 s pomocjo spletne-
ga vprasalnika. Pridobljeni podatki so bili obdelani
s programom SPSS. Rezultati kaZejo, da so ucitelji
pripravijeni na poucevanje in ocenjevanje ucencev
s posebnimi potrebami, da razumejo njihove potrebe
in poznajo pristope, metode in strategije, potrebne za
delo s taksnimi ucenci s posebnimi potrebami v osnov-
ni Soli. Dobljeni rezultati lahko uciteljem predstavlja-
Jjo motivacijo za spodbujanje pozitivnega odnosa dru-
gih ucencev, kar pa bi koristilo vsem ucencem.

ABSTRACT — Starting from the idea of quality educa-
tion, we encounter the term inclusion, and inclusive
education is understood as the school s ability to pro-
vide all pupils with quality education, regardless of
their differences. The goal of an inclusive school is
to create a school environment in which each pupil
will achieve his or her maximum regardless of lear-
ning potential. Thus, assessment should be aimed at
encouraging pupils to actively participate in the edu-
cational process. Errors caused by difficulties need to
be corrected, but they must not affect the assessment
of student work. The purpose of the research is to de-
termine the education of teachers for assessment in
an inclusive school. The sample included 459 primary
school teachers. The data were obtained in January
2021 with the help of an online questionnaire. The ob-
tained data were processed using SPSS. The results
show that research participants are ready to work
with and assess pupils with special needs, and that
they understand their needs and know the educational
methods needed to work with such pupils. The results
obtained can be a motivation for teachers to encoura-
ge positive attitudes in other students, all with the aim
of benefiting the children with whom they work.

During its existence, the school as an educational institution has needed to adapt to
the needs and requirements of society. Its basic task was and is to educate and, as such,
it is important for every society. In this sense, schooling is considered the best social

investment (Kadum et al., 2019).

We are increasingly encountering the term inclusion and the term inclusive educa-
tion means the ability of the school to provide quality education to all children, regard-
less of their differences. Drobni¢ (2018) states that before the introduction of inclusion
and integration into education, a comprehensive system of special schools and institu-

POVZETEK — Inkluzivno  izobrazevanje  postaja
kljucni element za zagotavijanje enakega dostopa
do izobrazevanja za vse ucence, ne glede na njihove
raznolike potrebe. Solski sistem se mora prilagoditi
raznolikosti ucencev, kar zahteva premik od tradicio-
nalnega pristopa prilagajanja do ustvarjanja vkljucu-
Jjocega okolja. Unesco poudarja pomen inkluzivnega
pristopa za spodbujanje sprejetosti in enakopravnosti
v izobrazevanju. Prilagodljiva pedagogika postaja
kljuéna za ucitelje, ki Zelijo razvijati raznolike ucne
stile in sposobnosti ucencev. Kljub izzivom, s kateri-
mi se soocajo ucitelji, vkljucujoca praksa prispeva k
boljsemu pocutju in uspehu tako uciteljev kot ucencev.
Kljucna za uspeh inkluzivnega izobrazevanja sta tudi
samorefleksija in samoocena uciteljev, saj omogocata
razvoj kompetenc za delo z raznolikimi ucenci in iz-
boljsanje ucinkovitosti ter zadovoljstva v poklicu. To je
bil tudi namen raziskave, s katero avtorici poudarjata
vilogo ucitelja v inkluzivnem razredu ter predstavijata
izsledke raziskave o uciteljevi samooceni o delu v in-
kluzivnem razredu.

ABSTRACT — Inclusive education is becoming a key
element in ensuring equal access to education for all
students, regardless of their diverse needs. The school
system must adapt to the diversity of students, requiring
a shift from the traditional adaptation approach to cre-
ating an inclusive environment. UNESCO emphasises
the importance of an inclusive approach to promote ac-
ceptance and equality in education. Flexible pedagogy
is becoming crucial for teachers who aim to cater to
the students’ diverse learning styles and abilities. De-
spite the challenges teachers face, inclusive practices
contribute to the well-being and success of both teach-
ers and students. Self-reflection and self-assessment by
teachers are also crucial for the success of inclusive ed-
ucation, as they enable the development of competen-
cies to work with diverse students and improve effec-
tiveness and job satisfaction. This was also the purpose
of the research conducted by the authors, who highlight
the role of the teacher in the inclusive classroom and
present the findings of a study on teachers’ self-assess-
ment regarding their work in an inclusive classroom.

V preteklosti so mnogi verjeli, da se otroci s posebnimi potrebami morajo prilagaja-
ti obstojeCemu Solskemu sistemu, ne pa, da bi se Solski sistem prilagodil njim in bil bolj
odprt za razlicnost. Danes je inkluzivno izobrazevanje kljuéni element za omogocanje
enakega dostopa do izobrazevanja za vse ucence, ne glede na njihove individualne in
socialne razlike (Kavkler idr., 2015). Prav tako avtorji, kot so Pe¢ek Cuk idr. (2011) po-
udarjajo, da je potrebno preseci tradicionalni Solski sistem, ki zahteva prilagajanje otrok
s posebnimi potrebami, in le-tega prilagoditi za ustvarjanje bolj vkljucujocega in odziv-
nega okolja. Temelji te spremembe so nacela enakosti, nediskriminacije, raznolikosti,
solidarnosti in demokracije, ki vodijo k prilagoditvam Solskega okolja in kurikuluma,
da bi zadostili potrebam in spodbujali potenciale vseh ucencev.

Stres in z zdravjem povezano vedenje
vzgojiteljic predSolskih otrok

vzgoyjitelji, predsolska vzgoja

POVZETEK — Raziskava ponuja poglobljeno analizo
z zdravjem povezanega vedenjskega sloga vzgojiteljic
predsolskih otrok (n = 127) ter predstavlja doprinos k
razumevanju povezanosti med dozZivljanjem stresa in
vedenjskimi vzorci zaposlenih v predSolski vzgoji. Re-
zultati kazejo, da vzgojiteljice v povprecju izkazujejo
zmerno stopnjo stresa na delovnem mestu. Na podla-
gi korelacijske analize ugotavljamo, da se dozivljanje
stresa pri vzgojiteljicah negativno povezuje z njihovo
samooceno zdravja in pozitivno z indeksom telesne
mase. Prav tako se stres povezuje s spalnimi navada-
mi. Vzgoyjiteljice, ki glede na obstojeca priporocila pre-
malo spijo, porocajo o pomembno Vvisji stopnji stresa
kot tiste, ki spijo dovolj dolgo. Nadalje, vzgojiteljice z
visjo stopnjo zaznanega stresa slabse ocenjujejo svojo
kakovost spanja. Z raziskavo nismo ugotovili poveza-
nosti med stresom in preucevanimi prehranjevalnimi
navadami vzgojiteljic, razen v primeru uzivanja prilo-
znostnih obrokov. Prav tako nismo ugotovili povezano-
sti med stresom in kolicino prostocasne telesne aktiv-
nosti, uzivanjem alkoholnih pijac in kajenjem.

ABSTRACT — The study offers an in-depth investiga-
tion of health-related behaviors of preschool teachers
(n = 127) and provides a better understanding of the
relationship between workplace stress and the be-
havioral patterns related to the health of early child-
hood educators. The results reveal moderate levels
of stress. Correlation analysis shows that perceived
stress is negatively associated with self-rated health
and positively associated with the body mass index
of preschool teachers. There is a negative correlation
between stress and sleep duration; also, educators
with higher perceived stress levels evaluate their sleep
quality more negatively. This study did not find a rela-
tionship between stress and the dietary habits of pre-
school teachers, except in the case of the consumption
of occasional snack foods. Moreover, no association
was found between stress and the amount of leisure-
time physical activity, alcohol use, and smoking.

Delo pedagoskih delavcev vrtca je zahtevno in vecplastno, saj je povezano s pre-

vzemanjem odgovornosti za dobrobit, razvoj in ucenje predsolskih otrok, obenem pa
predstavlja zavezanost k nenehnemu prilagajanju, sprejemanju Stevilnih izzivov in
vkljucevanje sodobnih na¢inov poucevanja in dela z otroki (Beltman idr., 2019). Razi-
skovalni izsledki navajajo, da je pedagoski poklic med bolj stresnimi in psihi¢no obre-
menjujoc¢imi poklici (Skaalvik in Skaalvik, 2015), kar velja tudi za zaposlene v predsol-
ski vzgoji (Schaack idr., 2020).

Razli¢ni tuji avtorji ugotavljajo, da se zahtevni pogoji dela zaposlenih v predsolski
vzgoji povezujejo z visoko stopnjo delovnega stresa in s Sustveno izérpanostjo (Cecho
idr., 2019; Kim idr., 2020). Podobno navaja tudi Kobasa (2015, str. 132) v svoji raziska-

ranje likovno nadarjenih ucencev, ucitelji razrednega
pouka, ucenci Cetrtih razredov

POVZETEK — Ucitelji razrednega pouka imajo pri
odkrivanju nadarjenosti ucencev pomembno vlogo,
saj jih prepoznajo kot potencialno nadarjene in jih
spodbujajo k razvijanju talentiranosti na posameznih
podrocjih. Z likovno umetnostjo se ucenci pretezno
srecujejo v predsolskih ustanovah in osnovni Soli,
zato je zgodnje odkrivanje ter razvijanje likovnih po-
tencialov kljucno. Najzgodnejse odkrivanje (evidenti-
ranje) se obicajno izvede ob koncu prvega izobraze-
valnega obdobja ali na zacetku drugega: ucitelji evi-
dentirajo posameznike, ki bi lahko bili nadarjeni. Cilj
nase raziskave je preveriti uspesnost uciteljev pri evi-
dentiranju likovno nadarjenih ucencev. V prispevku
predstavljamo rezultate analize likovne nadarjenosti
ucencev treh 4. razredov (n = 47) razlicnih sloven-
skih osnovnih Sol.

ABSTRACT — Elementary school teachers play an im-
portant role in discovering giftedness among pupils be-
cause they recognize them as potentially talented and
encourage them to develop talent in particular areas.
Pupils mainly become familiar with art in preschool
and elementary school, which is why early discovery
and development of artistic potential are crucial. The
earliest discovery (recording) usually takes place at
the end of the first educational period or the beginning
of the second: teachers record individuals who might
be gifted. The objective of our research is to examine
the success of teachers in recording artistically gifted
pupils. In the paper, we present the results of an analy-
sis of the artistic giftedness of pupils from three dif-
ferent fourth grades (n = 47) of elementary schools in
Slovenia. All the pupils from the classes were included
in the analysis. Based on the research results, we can
conclude that in most cases, elementary school teach-
ers do not recognize the elements of specific artistic
giftedness and quality artwork of pupils.

POVZETEK — V preglednem clanku prikazujemo vio-
go bralne motivacije za bralne dosezke ucencev. Ker
Jje bralna motivacija konstrukt s Stevilnimi dimenzija-
mi, ki so pri posamezniku organizirane na specificen
nacin, je pri raziskovanju smiselno uporabiti na po-
sameznika usmerjen pristop (person-centred appro-
ach), katerega rezultat so razlicni motivacijski profili
bralcev. To so opisi skupin bralcev glede na podobno
izrazenost posameznih motivacijskih dimenzij in po-
dobne povezave med temi dimenzijami.

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ABSTRACT — In the comprehensive article, we eluci-
date the role of reading motivation in students’ read-
ing achievements. As reading motivation is a construct
with numerous dimensions organized in a specific
manner within an individual, it is sensible to employ a
person-centred approach in research, yielding various
motivational profiles of readers. These profiles repre-
sent group descriptions based on similar expressions
of individual motivational dimensions and analogous
connections among these dimensions. Familiarity with
these reading profiles, or understanding what mo-
tivates children and adolescents to read, empowers
educational professionals to adapt approaches and
activities to satisfy the needs of specific reader groups,
thereby encouraging them to engage in reading. This is
particularly crucial during the late childhood or early
adolescence period when there is a significant decline
in motivation for reading. In the article, we systemati-
cally present six recent studies on motivational profiles
in children and adolescents, analyse them according to
various criteria, and identify certain similarities (all
have a strong theoretical foundation, most delineate

four motivational reader profiles logically linked to

reading achievements, and utilize convenience sam-
ples) as well as differences (general vs. specific moti-
vational dimensions, size of sample, cultural context).

1 The Significance of Reading Motivation for Reading Literacy

Reading is a complex activity influenced by various cognitive, motivational, and
behavioural factors, all of which interact with each other. International research on lit-
eracy consistently indicates that reading motivation is a significant determinant of in-
dividual reading achievements across all age groups —children, adolescents, and adults.
For instance, PIRLS studies among 10-year-old students demonstrate that reading mo-
tivation is a key predictor of their reading achievements (Mullis et al., 2023). Simi-
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POVZETEK — Didakticne  strategije za pouceva-
nje umetnosti in druzboslovja se nenehno razvijajo
in izboljsujejo, kar se je Se posebej pokazalo v casu
epidemije COVID-19. Z novimi izzivi na omenjenih
podrocjih so se srecevali tudi Studenti na visokosSol-
ski stopnji. V okviru kvalitativne raziskave je spletni
vprasalnik resilo 175 Studentov pedagoskih Studijskih
programov razrednega pouka in predsolske vzgoje. Za
potrebe prispevka smo analizirali njihove odgovore na
tri odprta vprasanja, s cimer smo Zeleli izvedeti mne-
nje Studentov o pridobljenem znanju, ki so ga usvojili
v casu Studija na daljavo, in o njihovi usposobljenosti
za poucevanje na podrocjih druzboslovia in umetno-
sti.

1 Uvod
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ABSTRACT — Strategies for teaching the arts and so-
cial sciences are constantly evolving and improving,
and this was especially evident during the COVID-19
epidemic. Students in higher education also faced
new challenges in these areas. As part of qualitative
research, 175 students of primary education and pre-
school education study programmes completed an on-
line questionnaire. For the study, we evaluated their
responses to three open-ended questions, designed
to elicit students’ opinions about the knowledge they
acquired during their studies and their competencies
for teaching social sciences and the arts. We found
that most of the study participants acquired adequate
knowledge during the distance learning programme
and felt sufficiently qualified to teach in the above-
mentioned fields in kindergartens and primary schools,
despite various challenges in carrying out the study
process. The completed research will help to improve
the study process if we return to distance learning.

Resolucija o nacionalnem programu visokega Solstva 2011-2020 (ReNPVS11-20,
2011) poudarja pomembnost ustvarjanja kakovostnega Studijskega procesa, ki bo Stu-
dentom omogocal enostaven dostop do izobrazevanja. Cilji in ukrepi, ki so zapisani v
njej, bodo usmerili visokoSolske ucitelje in sodelavce k oblikovanju Studija, ki bo iz-
boljsal mednarodno primerljivost visokosolske izobrazbe in konkurenc¢nost diploman-
tov na trgu dela. Za dosego teh ciljev je kljucno Studentom zagotoviti stalni dostop do
informacij in omogociti pridobivanje kakovostnega in celostnega znanja z uporabo so-
dobnih metod in oblik dela ter vklju¢evanjem sodobnih pogledov in teoreti¢nih izhodis¢
na posameznem Studijskem podroc¢ju (Vrsnik Perse, 2021).

KLJUCNE BESEDE: fiksna miselnost, razvojna mi-
selnost, akademska uspesnost, Studijski neuspeh

POVZETEK — Sodobni avtorji in raziskovalci, kot
so Dweck, Duckworth, Peterson, Matthews in Kel-
ly, opozarjajo, da ima previadujoca miselnost velik
pomen pri akademski uspesnosti. V ozadju je ideja,
da ljudje s fiksno miselnostjo niso pripravijeni vioziti
dodatnega truda v ucenje, medtem ko ljudje s previa-
dujoco razvojno miselnostjo dosegajo boljse ucne re-
zultate. Namen tega prispevka je predstaviti koncept
fiksne in razvojne miselnosti skozi prerez dosedanjih
ugotovitev in raziskav ter vpliv, ki ga imata ti dve
miselnosti na akademsko uspesnost. S tem namenom
smo izvedli lastno kvantitativno raziskavo, v kateri je
sodelovalo 353 Studentov iz treh slovenskih fakultet.
Ugotovili smo, da obstaja statisticno pomembna po-
vezava med razvojno miselnostjo in Studijsko uspe-
Snostjo in da prevladujoca miselnost vpliva tudi na
odnos do studijskega neuspeha.

1 Introduction
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ABSTRACT — Contemporary authors and researchers
such as Dweck, Duckworth, Peterson, Matthews, and
Kelly point out the great impact of the prevailing mind-
set on academic performance. The underlying idea is
that people with a fixed mindset are unwilling to put in
extra effort into learning, while people with a growth
mindset should achieve better learning outcomes. The
purpose of the paper is to present fixed and growth
mindsets through a cross-section of previous research
and their impact on academic performance. We con-
ducted our own quantitative research with 353 student
respondents from three Slovenian faculties. In doing so,
we used the questionnaire by Dweck (2017) to identify
the prevailing mindset, to which we added questions to
test our hypotheses and find answers to our research
questions. We found that there is a statistically sig-
nificant relationship between the growth mindset and
academic performance as the prevailing mindset also
influences the relationship with academic failure.

Academic achievement depends not only on cognitive factors, such as intelligence

or the amount of knowledge, but also on non-cognitive factors, such as motives, val-
ues, beliefs, attitudes towards oneself and learning, etc. One of the non-cognitive fac-
tors to which much recent research has been devoted is mindset, which Dweck (2017)
describes as the student’s degree of belief in the immutability of intelligence levels
or the ability to develop his or her intelligence. A student with a fixed mindset is con-
strained by his or her beliefs and believes that people are born with special talents and
that everyone has different abilities and levels of intelligence that cannot be improved
with time, persistence and effort. A student with a growth mindset, on the other hand,
has more free thoughts and beliefs about his or her own abilities. People with a strong
growth mindset understand that some people have special talents and that intelligence
varies from person to person but is also something that can be developed and increased
through effort, learning and self-work.
