POVZETEK — Prispevek se osredotoca na metodo
obrnjene ucilnice oz. obrnjenega ucenja, ki pred-
stavlja sodoben, inovativen pristop poucevanja v
vzgojno-izobrazevalnem prostoru. Zasnovana je na
nacin, da so predavanja vnaprej posneta, ucenci jih
poslusajo izven pouka, cas v razredu pa je namenjen
aktivnemu sodelovanju ucencev. Tovrsten pristop
ucencem omogoca predvsem vecjo (samo)motivacijo
in fleksibilnost pri ucenju, sodelovalno (participativ-
no) ucenje, razvoj kriticnega misljenja, izkorisc¢anje
potenciala informacijsko-komunikacijskih tehnologij,
izboljsanje ucne uspesnosti in trajnostnega ucenja ter
Jih spodbuja k prevzemanju odgovornosti za lasten
napredek. Prav tako pripomore k optimizaciji ucinko-
vitosti uciteljev, odnosa in konstruktivnejsi interakciji
med obema deleznikoma. Ceprav obravnavani model
v slovenskem vzgojno-izobrazevalnem sistemu Se ni
implementiran do take mere kot v tujih izobrazeval-
nih praksah, analiza sinteze relevantne (teoreticne ter
empiricne) literature — na kateri sloni pricujoci pri-
spevek (kljub nekaterim izzivom napram tradicional-
nemu poucevanju/ucenju) — pokaze stevilne prednosti
tako za ucitelja in ucenca kot pouk nasploh.

ABSTRACT — The paper focuses on the flipped class-
room or flipped learning method, which is a modern, in-
novative approach to teaching in the educational space.
1t is designed so that lectures are pre-recorded, students
listen to them outside of class, and class time is dedi-
cated to active student participation. Such an approach
enables students to be more (self)motivated and flexible
in their learning, (co)active (participative) learning, to
develop critical thinking, to exploit the potential of in-
formation and communication technologies, to improve
their academic performance and sustainable learning,
and to take responsibility for their own progress. It also
helps to optimise teachers’ performance, attitudes and
more constructive interaction between the two stake-
holders. Although the model under discussion has not
yet been implemented in the Slovenian educational
system to the same extent as in foreign educational
practices, the analysis of the synthesis of relevant (theo-
retical and empirical) literature — on which the present
paper is based (despite some challenges compared to
traditional teaching/learning) — shows a number of ad-
vantages for the teacher and the student, as well as for
the lessons in general.

Ob vse hitrejsem tehnoloskem napredku v postmoderni “druzbi nenehnih spre-
memb, ki zahtevajo prilagajanje /.../ tako s strani posameznikov kot organizacij” (Hme-
lak idr., 2020, str.

Vpliv spola na matemati¢no anksioznost

POVZETEK —V prispevku analiziramo kompleksne
dinamike matematicne anksioznosti, spola ter aka-
demskega uspeha, pri cemer se osredotocamo na nji-
hove medsebojne povezave. Osvetlimo pomembnost
matematike v izobrazevanju ter raziscemo razlike
med spoloma v matematicni anksioznosti, pri ¢emer
opiSemo njene ucinke na uspeh pri pouku matema-
tike. Z empiri¢no raziskavo smo se odlocili preuciti
vpliv spola na matematicno anksioznost na vzorcu
izbrane gimnazije v Sloveniji. Za ta namen smo se
posluzili kavzalno neeksperimentalne metode in na
vzorcu 177 dijakov in dijakinj prvega, drugega in
tretjega letnika v Solskem letu 2023/2024 s pomocjo
spletne ankete, ki je temeljila na instrumentu AMAS
za merjenje matematicne tesnobe, ta vpliv preveri-
li. Instrument AMAS se je izkazal za sprejemljivega
(o= 0.77). Podatki, vezani na matematicno anksio-
znost, niso bili normalno porazdeljeni. Vpliv spola na
matematicno anksioznost so vsi testi potrdili s p-vre-
dnostjo < 0.001. Dobljeni rezultati lahko pomagajo
vzgojno-izobrazevalnim institucijam pri usmeritvah
v njihovem procesu, posebej tam, kjer se kazejo vecji
razkoraki v uspehu matematike med spoloma.

ABSTRACT — In this article, we analyze the complex
dynamics of mathematics anxiety, gender, and aca-
demic success, focusing on their interconnections. We
highlight the importance of mathematics in education
and explore gender differences in mathematics anxi-
ety, describing its effects on success in mathematics
classes. With an empirical study, we decided to exam-
ine the influence of gender on mathematics anxiety us-
ing a selected Slovenian gymnasium (i. e. high school)
as a case study. For this purpose, we employed a
causal non-experimental method and, using a sample
of 177 grade 10— grade 12 (approx. 15-17 years old)
students in the academic year 2023/24, assessed the
impact through an online survey based on the AMAS
instrument for measuring mathematics anxiety. The
AMAS instrument proved to be acceptable (o. = 0.77).
Mathematics anxiety was not normally distributed. All
tests confirmed the influence of gender on mathematics
anxiety with a p-value < 0.001. The obtained results
can assist educational institutions in their processes,
especially where significant disparities in mathemat-
ics performance between genders are evident.

Pomembnost matemati¢nih spretnosti se odraza v sodobni druzbi, ki
se vse bolj opira na kvantitativne podatke. To velja tako za osebni razvoj posameznika
kot tudi za akademski napredek ter druzbeni vpliv (Cuder idr., 2023). Na uspesnost in
dosezke pa vplivajo tudi psihosocialni dejavniki (Echeverria Castro idr., 2020; Puklek
Levpuscek, 2014), med drugim matemati¢na anksioznost (Barroso idr., 2021; Cuder
idr., 2023; Doz idr., 2023; Puklek Levpuscek, 2014). Faktorji, ki vplivajo na matematic-
no anksioznost, so tako genetske narave kot stvar okolja (Z. Wang idr., 2014). Razlike
v spolu so ekstenzivno preucevane in kazejo, da imajo zenske v povprecju blago vecjo

ABSTRACT — In this qualitative study, we utilized a
narrative analysis and analysis of narration to ex-
plore parental involvement in mathematical educa-
tion from the perspective of a child raised by parents
with strong mathematical backgrounds. Through the
narrative analysis, we identified key events, incidents,
actions, and people from the child’s account of his
mathematical experiences and the role of mathemat-
ics in his family life, constructing a coherent narra-
tive of his experiences. The analysis of the narration
provided a detailed insight into his mathematical
experiences and perception of parental involvement
in mathematics. The findings reveal how deeply
mathematics can be integrated into family life, bring-
ing both benefits and challenges. While parental ex-
pertise can profoundly shape a child’s education, it
may sometimes be perceived as overwhelming, with
mathematics pervading many aspects of daily life.
The study emphasizes fostering environments that en-
courage mathematical exploration and independence
while balancing academic demands to prevent stress.
Recommendations for practice include promoting
integrative approaches to mathematics in daily life,
supporting independent problem-solving, and incor-
porating children's perspectives in educational re-
search to better understand the dynamics of parental
involvement in mathematics education.

In the realm of mathematics learning and teaching, parental involvement in child’s
education has gained increasing significance over the past two decades. Numerous
studies highlight that active and supportive parental engagement correlates with hig-
her academic performance and a stronger foundation in mathematical skills (Desfor-

druzb. Stalisca slovenskih uciteljev do veckulturnosti
so ze bila raziskana, primanjkuje pa domacih in tujih
raziskav o pedagoskih metodah, ki jih ucitelji upora-
bljajo, ko v razredu nagovorijo podrocje veckulturno-
sti. V pricujoci raziskavi smo raziskovali pedagoske
metode, ki jih ucitelji uporabljajo, ko obravnavajo
podrocje veckulturnosti.

ABSTRACT — Migration is an inevitable part of glo-
balization processes and a characteristic of modern
societies. Slovenian teachers’ attitudes towards mul-
ticulturalism have already been researched, but there
is a lack of both national and international research
on the pedagogical methods that teachers use when
addressing the issue of multiculturalism in the class-
room. In this research, we investigated the pedagogi-
cal methods used by teachers when addressing the
topic of multiculturalism. We investigated differences
in attitudes between genders, differences depend-
ing on length of service and differences in the sub-
Ject teachers teach. We used a quantitative research
method — an online survey. Our sample included 181
respondents. Teachers most frequently use the debate
method when discussing the topic of multiculturalism
in the classroom. They most often address the topic
of multiculturalism in the context of the subject they
teach. The sample of teachers is not representative,
but the research findings provide insight into the
pedagogical methods teachers use most often when
addressing the topic of multiculturalism.

ABSTRACT — Accessibility options are settings that
make it easier for people with special needs to acquire
and search _for new information. Given the diversity of
groups with special needs, it is important that every-
one have the opportunity to choose appropriate acces-
sibility options. Some of the most common accessibil-
ity features include changing contrast, changing text
size, highlighting links, and the ability to navigate a
website using only a keyboard. In addition, there are
less common accessibility features such as eReader
and the use of sign language, which are more ben-
eficial to certain groups due to their specificity. It is
a misconception that simply following accessibility
guidelines is enough to ensure accessibility; continu-
ous improvement and quality assurance are neces-
sary. It is important to recognize that accessibility
must also be ensured for people with other types of
disabilities or needs. This paper focuses on the assess-
ments of blind and visually impaired people regarding
the usability of the accessibility options offered on se-
lected public websites.

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ABSTRACT — The article presents an analysis of the
expression of emotions in students with mild intellec-
tual disabilities who are attending primary schools
with an adapted programme with lower educational
standards (N = 63). An observation scheme was used
to focus on the type and frequency of the students’emo-
tions, as well as the situations that trigger them. The
results show that the students expressed a variety of
emotions, with positive emotions prevailing. Joy was
the most frequently expressed emotion, followed by an-
ger. The students expressed significantly more positive
than negative emotions, and more basic than complex
emotions, with boys expressing significantly more posi-
tive and basic emotions than girls. The situations trig-
gering each emotion varied, but emotions were mainly
triggered by situations related to learning, academic
performance, disciplinary problems, and relationships
with classmates and teachers. The results of the study
may be applicable to all education professionals work-
ing with students with mild intellectual disabilities.

The present study investigates the characteristics of the emotions expressed by stu-

dents with mild intellectual disabilities (ID) in adapted primary school programmes
with lower educational standards (AP with LES), and analyzes the situations that trig-
ger the expressed emotions. For the teachers in these programmes, the expression of
emotions is the most important clue in identifying students’ emotions and guiding their
response to them. It is therefore important to examine students’ emotional expressions
and recognise them in the natural setting of the classroom.

Individuals with ID exhibit neurodevelopmental deficits characterised by limita-
tions in intellectual functioning and adaptive behaviour that develop before the age of
18 years (Lee, 2019). They have lower competence in social, conceptual and practi-
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POVZETEK — V ¢lanku predstavljamo razloge za iz-
biro uciteljskega poklica, pricakovanja glede poklica
in zavezanost poklicu med Studenti magistrskih peda-
goskih programov in udelezenci pedagosko-andrago-
Skega izobrazevanja (PAI). V raziskavi je sodelovalo
270 udelezencev. Rezultati kazejo, da so udelezence
pri njihovi odlocitvi za uciteljski poklic vodili pred-
vsem altruisticni in intrinzicni razlogi, medtem ko so
bili ekstrinzicni razlogi manj pomembni. Udelezenci
so pokazali visoko zavezanost uciteljskemu poklicu
in optimisticna pricakovanja glede dela z ucenci in
zadovoljstva s poklicem. Skupini sta se razlikovali le
v zavezanosti poklicu in optimisticnosti pricakovanj
glede dela z ucenci, ki sta bili visji pri udelezencih
PAI Rezultati raziskave kazejo na pomembnost no-
tranje motivacije za izbiro uciteljskega poklica in
potrebo po vkljucevanju prakticnih izkusenj v izobra-
zevalni proces, saj te pozitivno vplivajo na motivacijo
in zavezanost poklicu.

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ABSTRACT — In this article, we present the reasons
for choosing the teaching profession, expectations
regarding the profession and commitment to the pro-
fession among students of pedagogical master's pro-
grammes and participants of pedagogical-andragog-
ical education (PAI). The study comprised 270 par-
ticipants. The results show that the participants were
primarily driven by altruistic and intrinsic reasons
in their decision to choose the teaching profession,
while extrinsic reasons were less important. The par-
ticipants showed a high level of commitment and op-
timistic expectations of working with students and job
satisfaction. The two groups differed only in commit-
ment and optimism regarding the expectations about
working with children, which were higher in the PAI
participants. Our findings emphasise the importance
of intrinsic motivation for choosing the teaching pro-
fession and the need to include more practical experi-
ences in the training process, as these positively influ-
ence motivation and commitment to the profession.
The results are consistent with previous research
showing that prospective teachers are mainly moti-
vated by intrinsic and altruistic reasons, and have a
high level of commitment to the profession.

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POVZETEK — Raziskave kazejo, da vkljucenost otrok
v predsolsko izobrazevanje pozitivno vpliva na njihov
razvoj. V Sloveniji pa predsolsko izobrazevanje ni ob-
vezno, kar pomeni, da se starsi sami odlocijo o (ne)
vkljucitvi otroka v predsolsko izobrazevanje. Prav zato
je pomembno imeti vpogled v mnenje starsev o vlogi
predsolskega izobrazevanja za otrokov razvoj. V Slo-
veniji Se ni bila opravljena celovita raziskava na to
temo, zato je namen pricujocega prispevka predstaviti
Studijo, katere cilje je bil oblikovati in validirati lestvi-
co Perspektiva starsev o vlogi predsolskega izobraze-
vanja (PSvPR). Na podlagi rezultatov eksploratorne
faktorske analize (EFA) in konfirmatorne faktorske
analize (CFA) je bilo oblikovanih 6 podrocij, na kate-
rih ima vrtec pomembno vlogo za razvoj posameznika:
gibanje, digitalne kompetence, socio-custvene spretno-
sti, matematika, umetnost in jezik. Preverili smo tudi
zanesljivost omenjene lestvice ter za vsako od podle-
stvic ugotovili, da izkazuje visoko stopnjo zanesljivosti.

1 Introduction
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ABSTRACT — Research shows that enrolment of chil-
dren in preschool education has a positive impact on
their development. However, in Slovenia, enrolment
is not obligatory, and it depends on the parents’ de-
cision. It is thus important to know the parents’ per-
spective on the role of early childhood education and
care (ECEC) in child development. In Slovenia, the
parents’ perspective on the role of ECEC in child de-
velopment has not yet been the subject of a compre-
hensive and independent study. This study aimed at
structuring and validating the scale Parents’ Perspec-
tive on the Role of ECEC (PRECEC-p). Based on the
results of the exploratory factor analysis (EFA) and
confirmatory factor analysis (CFA), 6 areas of the
parents’ perspective were formed: Movement, Digital
competences, Socio-emotional skills, Mathematics,
Art, and Language. We also verified the internal con-
sistency for each subscale and found that all subscales
show a high level of reliability.

The enrolment of children in high-quality preschool education has a positive impact

on their development (Council of the European Union, 2011). Based on research, the
positive short-term and long-term effects of quality preschool education as an important
learning environment are recognized at both the individual and societal levels (Good-
man & Sianesi, 2005; Council of the European Union, 2011).

Quality, systematic, and organized support for the child during the critical period,
i.e. in early childhood, has a long-term effect on many areas of the child’s functioning,
such as emotion, cognitive development, behaviour, and socialization, which cannot
be adequately compensated in later stages of life (Marjanovi¢c Umek & Fekonja, 2008;
Council of the European Union, 2011; Devjak et. al., 2020, p. 22). Additionally, pre-
school enrolment can be related to higher academic achievement (Agirdag et al., 2015).
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POVZETEK — V sodobni druzbi digitalne kompetence
Studentov niso vec samo priporocljive, ampak nuj-
ne za akademski in profesionalni uspeh. Studentom
omogocajo, da kriticno ocenjujejo informacije, resu-
Jjejo probleme in komunicirajo v razlicnih digitalnih
oblikah, kar je kljucno za njihovo uspesno vkljuceva-
nje v delovno okolje. V luci teh potreb se raziskava
osredotoca na digitalno pismenost Studentov v viso-
kosolskem izobrazevanju, ki je kljucna za ucinkovito
uporabo digitalnih tehnologij in informacijskih virov.
Uporabljeni kvantitativni pristop in deskriptivna me-
toda s spletnim anketiranjem prek orodja 1KA.si sta
pokazala, da studenti v povprecju dosegajo visoko sto-
pnjo digitalne pismenosti z znacilnimi razlikami med
Studijskimi programi. Raziskava poudarja pomen ne-
nehnega izobrazevanja, razvoja kriticnega misljenja
in ustvarjanja spodbudnega okolja za uporabo digi-
talnih orodij v izobrazevalnem procesu, kar omogoca
maksimalen izkoristek dostopnih informacij in pripra-
vijenost Studentov na prihodnje izzive. Poudarjena je
potreba po prilagajanju izobrazevalnih strategij.

ABSTRACT — In modern society, digital skills are no
longer just recommended for students, but essential
for academic and professional success. They enable
students to critically evaluate information, solve
problems and communicate in various digital formats,
which is crucial for a successful integration into the
workplace. Given these requirements, the study fo-
cuses on the digital literacy of students in higher edu-
cation, which is crucial for the effective use of digi-
tal technologies and information resources. Using a
quantitative approach and a descriptive method with
an online survey via the tool 1KA.si, it was found that,
on average, students achieve a high level of digital
literacy, with significant differences between degree
programmes. The research highlights the importance
of continuous education, the development of critical
thinking and the creation of a supportive environment
for the use of digital tools in the educational process
that maximises the use of available information and
prepares students for future challenges. The need to
adapt educational strategies is emphasised.
