Z vprasalnikom bralne
samopodobe in ocenjevalno shemo bralnih zmoznosti
smo na vzorcu 134 tretjesolcev raziskovali odnos med
bralno samopodobo in bralnimi zmoznostmi. Potrdili
smo znacilno pozitivno povezanost bralne samopodo-
be in bralnih zmoznosti. Dokazali smo znacilne raz-
like v visini bralne samopodobe in bralnih zmoznosti
glede na prisotnost bralnih tezav, ne pa tudi med
spoloma. Tekocnost branja, bralno razumevanje in
stopnja 5-stopenjskega modela pomoci so se izkazali
kot pomembni napovedniki bralne samopodobe. Te
ugotovitve poudarjajo pomen zgodnjega prepoznava-
nja in podpore ucencem z bralnimi tezavami, da bi
preprecili negativne posledice, ki bi lahko vplivale na
splosno Solsko uspesnost in odnos do Sole.

ABSTRACT — During literacy development, a read-
ing self-concept forms, alongside the reading abili-
ties. Initially, reading achievements have a greater
influence on the reading self-concept, but over time,
a significant reciprocal relationship develops between
the self-concept and the abilities. Reading difficulties
can negatively affect the reading self-concept, posing a
risk factor for academic success. Using a reading self-
concept questionnaire and an assessment scheme for
reading abilities, we explored the relationship between
the reading self-concept and the reading abilities in
134 third-graders. A significant positive correlation
was confirmed between the reading self-concept and
the reading abilities. Significant differences were found
in the reading self-concept and abilities depending on
the presence of reading difficulties, but not between
genders. Reading fluency, reading comprehension, and
the level of the 5-stage support model were significant
predictors of the reading self-concept. These findings
emphasize the importance of early identification and
support for students with reading difficulties to prevent
negative consequences that could impact overall aca-
demic performance and attitudes toward school.

V sodobni druzbi je bralna pismenost visoko cenjena, saj predstavlja predpogoj za
usvajanje Solskih znanj in posledi¢no za u¢no uspesnost (Westerveld idr., 2020). Poleg
kognitivnih spretnosti na u¢enje branja vplivajo tudi vedenjski in ¢ustveno-motivacijski
dejavniki v medsebojni interakciji (Pe¢jak idr., 2024).

Rezultati te raziskave kazejo, da ucitelji iz-
vajajo in ocenjujejo tako formativno kot sumativno in
da se pri resevanju nalog pri pouku matematike soo-
cajo z razlicnimi izzivi, Ceprav se zavedajo pomena
reSevanja nalog za ucence. Na podlagi teh podatkov
sklepamo, da ucitelji poucujejo resevanje problemov
pri pouku matematike, se zavedajo izzivov, s katerimi
se soocajo oni in ucenci, ter pomena resevanja pro-
blemov za ucence. Ucitelji spremljajo in ocenjujejo
delo ucencev ter pozitivno samoevalvirajo njihov na-
¢in poucevanja resevanja problemov. Da bi resevanje
problemov pri pouku matematike potekalo neobreme-
njeno, je treba omiliti izzive, s katerimi se srecujejo
ucitelji. Med njimi sta predvsem pomanjkanje casa in
kolicina snovi, ki jo je treba obdelati.

ABSTRACT — The aim of this research is to analyse
and examine mathematics teachers" attitudes towards
problem-solving in mathematics classes, implement-
ing problem-solving, evaluating problem-solving,
the impact of problem-solving on students and what
challenges teachers face when solving problems. The
respondents were teachers of mathematics (N = 211)

from four counties in Croatia, the City of Zagreb,

Lika-Senj County, Split-Dalmatia County and Osijek-
Baranja County. The results of this research show that
teachers perform and assess both formatively and sum-
matively, and that they face different challenges when
solving problems in mathematics classes, although they
are aware of the importance of problem-solving for
students. Based on this data, we conclude that teach-
ers teach problem-solving in mathematics classes, are
aware of the challenges they and their students face,
and recognise the importance of problem-solving for
students. Teachers monitor and evaluate students’work
and positively evaluate their own way of teaching prob-
lem-solving. In order for problem-solving to be carried
out in the mathematics classes unencumbered, the chal-
lenges teachers face, especially the lack of time and the
amount of material to be covered, must be mitigated.

In the last century, there has been a sudden interest in research involving solving
problems in the teaching of mathematics. In the sixties and seventies of the last century,
the emphasis was placed on the heuristic approach to problem-solving and the use of
heuristic strategies for problem-solving (Polya, 1964; Schoenfeld 1979; Sewerin 1979).
Also, for many years, solving problems in mathematics has been considered an impor-
tant aspect of mathematics, both in learning and teaching mathematics. This paper there-
fore provides an overview of the previous research on problem-solving in mathematics
classes.

POVZETEK -V clanku predstavljamo izsledke raz-
iskave o vlogi anksioznosti pri ucenju Spanscine kot
tujega jezika (TJ), zlasti pri razvijanju jezikovne
spretnosti ustnega izrazanja.

Dijaki so ocenili, pri katerih vrstah
nalog, ki jih uporabljamo pri pouku Spanscine za raz-
vijanje spretnosti ustnega izrazanja, so bolj ali manj
sprosceni. 491 slovenskih dijakov je izpolnjevalo pri-
rejeno Lestvico anksioznosti pri pouku TJ (Foreign
Language Classroom Anxiety Scale — FLCAS). Oce-
nili so stopnjo sproscenosti pri razlicnih tipih nalog
ustnega izrazanja. Rezultati raziskave so pokazali, da
sta najbolj izrazeni dimenziji anksioznosti pri uc¢enju
Spanscine strah pred ocenjevanjem znanja in strah
pred negativnim vrednotenjem. Dekleta izrazajo vec
strahu pred ocenjevanjem znanja kot fantje. Dijaki so
porocali, da so najmanj sprosceni pri nalogah ustne-
ga izrazanja, ki vkljucujejo predstavitev teme pred
poslusalci, najbolj sprosceni in najmanj anksiozni pa
pri nalogah ustnega izrazanja, ki so povezane z igra-
mi. V zakljucku predstavimo nekaj idej za zmanjseva-
nje anksioznosti pri ustnem izrazanju v TJ.

ABSTRACT — In this paper, we present the results of a
study on the role of anxiety in the learning of Spanish
as a foreign/second language (FL/L2), particularly
in the development of oral language skills. We were
interested in what types of anxiety are more or less
pronounced in Slovenian secondary school students
when learning Spanish as a foreign/second language
(FL/L2). We were also interested in the differences
in anxiety when learning Spanish depending on the
students’ gender; their level of Spanish and the num-
ber of foreign languages they learn. The 491 Slove-
nian students learning Spanish as FL/L2 completed a
modified Foreign Language Classroom Anxiety Scale
(FLCAS). They also assessed the degree of relaxation
during different types of oral expression tasks, which
were developed based on an analysis of tasks in text-
books for teaching Spanish as a foreign language in
Slovenian secondary schools. The results of the study
show that the most pronounced dimensions of anxiety
in learning Spanish are test anxiety and fear of nega-
tive evaluation. Girls expressed more test anxiety
than boys. Students reported feeling least relaxed in
oral expression tasks that involved presenting a topic
in front of an audience and most relaxed and least
anxious in oral expression tasks that involved games.
Finally, we present some ideas on how to reduce anxi-
ety about oral expression in FL/L2.

ABSTRACT — When studying music, students not only
acquire musical knowledge but also various skills and
abilities. All of this can be acquired through regular
practice and training, which has been greatly dis-
rupted by the transition to online learning. We aimed
to examine the differences in the autonomy of future
elementary school teachers who studied music before
and during the Covid-19 pandemic in introducing
music activities into music education. We compared
the results from a sample of students who partici-
pated in the study carried out in November 2022 and
studied music content during the pandemic with the
results from a sample of students who participated in
the study carried out in June 2019 and studied music
content before the pandemic. We asked the students
how prepared they feel to teach music in elementary
school, how confident they are in conveying music
theory, and how confident they are in creating har-
mony when singing a learned song. We found that the
students who studied during the Covid-19 pandemic
felt less prepared to teach music in elementary school
than the students who studied before the pandemic.

ABSTRACT — Peer acceptance is one of the key fac-
tors and also an indicator of the success of inclusive
education. It is manifested in a direct and usually
spontaneous way of behaving towards others and in
peer interactions both in the classroom and school
environment, as well as in the socializing of these chil-
dren outside of school in a way that they are accepted
among their school peers. In the quantitative research,
we determined this acceptance by checking four key di-
mensions, namely: determining the level of acceptance
of children with special needs by their classmates, the
establishment of their friendships, the perception of
their social self-image and their readiness for social
interactions. The study showed that children with spe-
cial needs in a school environment where the school
authority is present have a better place among their
peers than in the case of socializing with their peers
without the presence of adults. Otherwise, we found
that the level of integration of children with special
needs is low, and in addition, there is a discrepancy
between the proclaimed social goals and the actual ac-
ceptance of children with special needs by their peers.

Koncept inkluzivnega izobrazevanja je pridobil velik zagon, ko so Zdruzeni narodi
na konferenci na Tajskem leta 1990 promovirali idejo “Izobrazevanje za vse”. Politi¢na
izjava o inkluzivnem izobraZevanju na konferenci v Salamanci (UNESCO, 1994) je
izzvala drzave, Sole in posameznike na izobrazevalnem podrocju, da je nujno zagotoviti
izobrazevanje vsem otrokom v redni $oli, tudi tistim s posebnimi potrebami.

Ta pregledna Studija se osre-
dotoca na agresivno vedenje ucencev v osnovnih in
srednjih Solah na Slovaskem. V pregledu literature so
analizirane raziskave aktualnih znanstvenih Studij in
raziskav drzavnih institucij na Slovaskem, v katerih
so objavijena koncna porocila raziskav agresivnega
vedenja med osnovnosolci in srednjesolci, in sicer v
obdobju od januarja 2018 do februarja 2023. Raz-
iskave kazejo na povecano prisotnost medvrstniske-
ga nasilja, ustrahovanja in agresivnega vedenja v
spletnih okoljih. Rezultati potrjujejo potrebo po bolj
sistematicnih preventivnih ukrepih v Solah.

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ABSTRACT — In recent years, there has been an in-
crease in the occurrence of aggressive behaviour
among pupils and its presence among younger and
younger pupils, which is becoming a serious problem
in the school environment. This review study focuses
on the aggressive behaviour of pupils in primary and
secondary schools in the Slovak Republic. The litera-
ture review analyses the research results from recent
scientific studies and research by state institutions in
Slovakia that have published their final reports on
aggressive behaviour among primary and secondary
school students from January 2018 to February 2023.
The research shows an increased presence of peer vi-
olence, bullying, and aggressive behaviour in online
environments. The results confirm the need for more
systematic preventive measures in schools. Intensive
and effective preventive work with pupils is recom-
mended, aimed at developing social competencies,
introducing anger management and self-regulation
programs, and conduct group work to improve inter-
personal relationships and the school climate. Rais-
ing awareness about the consequences of violence is
also crucial, as research shows that peer violence and
cyberbullying can lead to increased stress, depres-
sion, substance abuse, and even suicidal thoughts.

The range of problematic or risky behaviour of pupils is wide (from minor offences
to violations of school rules to serious social pathologies) and is constantly changing.
Primary and secondary school teachers report an increase in problem or risky behav-
iour among their pupils and problems with their indiscipline. Schools are dealing with
more and more educational problems, teacher authority is declining, and a diverse range

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ABSTRACT — The number of students with special
needs at Slovenian universities is increasing, which
brings numerous challenges, primarily due to a lack of
appropriate conditions. Faculties are often not adapted,
either physically or professionally, to work with these
students. While students with special needs receive
more accommodations during primary and secondary
education, accessibility and support at the university
level are not always guaranteed. Research conducted
in the fall of 2023 revealed that many students are un-
able to choose their desired faculty due to architectural
barriers and inadequate regulations. Furthermore, the
majority of university teachers lack formal pedagogical
knowledge of inclusive education, which complicates
the adaptation of the learning process. The lack of
professional support and a unified information system
further hinders the achievement of equal conditions for
all students. Although awareness of the importance of
inclusion is growing, a long road still lies ahead to en-
sure full accessibility for students with special needs.

Inkluzijo v visokem $olstvu razumemo kot aktivno vkljucevanje studentov z razlic-

nimi zmoznostmi v visokoSolski proces, pri ¢emer moramo prilagoditi pedagoski pro-
ces. Solanje na visokoSolski stopnji je za posameznika zelo pomembno, saj odpira za-
poslitvene moznosti, omogoca pridobivanje dodatnih znanj in kompetenc in zagotavlja
enakovreden socialno-ekonomski status.

Kljub temu izrazajo nezadovoljstvo zaradi monotono-
sti predavanj in pomanjkanja prakticnih vsebin, kar
kaze na potrebo po prilagoditvi izobrazevalnih pro-
gramov potrebam odraslih Studentov. Usklajevanje
Studijskih obveznosti z drugimi zivijenjskimi viogami
predstavlja velik izziv, pri cemer je pomanjkanje c¢asa
pogosto izrazita tezava.

1 Uvod
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ABSTRACT — Non-traditional adult students enco-
unter more challenges than traditional students, and
their numbers are steadily increasing. The article
presents the results of a qualitative study examining
the motives and experiences of non-traditional adult
students in Slovenia. The research reveals diverse
motives for enrolling in tertiary education. Some
students are driven by strong intrinsic motivation,

focusing on learning and personal development. In

contrast, other students are goal-oriented, aiming to
achieve career objectives, with economic motives or
motives related to professional development domina-
ting. Most interviewees report positive experiences
with the teaching staff; underscoring the importance
of support given by educational personnel. Nonethe-
less, they express dissatisfaction with the monotony
of lectures and the lack of practical content, highligh-
ting the need to adapt educational programmes to the
requirements of adult students. Balancing academic
obligations with other life roles poses a significant
challenge, with insufficient time often being a prono-
unced issue. Financial barriers are often at the fore-

front as well, especially for students who self-finance

their studies. Despite these obstacles, non-traditional
adult students exhibit a high level of adaptability and
time-optimisation skills.

Netradicionalni Studenti se soocajo z ve¢ ovirami pri Studiju kot tradicionalni $tu-
denti (Choy, 2002; Pelletier, 2010; Radford idr., 2015). V $tevilnih izobrazevalnih oko-
ljih ze predstavljajo vecino Studentske populacije (Chen, 2017), pricakuje pa se nadalj-
nji porast njihovega Stevila (Hussar in Bailey, 2014; Rhijn idr., 2016; Hussar in Bailey,
2020; Babb, 2022). Pomembno je, da izobrazevalne institucije razumejo znacilnosti
in potrebe netradicionalnih Studentov ter jim ponudijo potrebno pomoc¢ in podporo za
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
